BYLAWS OF

THE MARINE CORPS

INTELLIGENCE EDUCATIONAL FOUNDATION

ARTICLE I Name


Section 1. The name of this corporation shall be the Marine Corp Intelligence Educational Foundation, hereinafter referred to as the Foundation.
ARTICLE II Purposes

Section 1. The purpose of the Foundation shall be:

(a) To support and administer the college scholarship program of the Marine Corps Intelligence Association, Inc.


(b) To conduct and support unclassified research and publish historical studies and journals concerning U.S. Marine Corps intelligence history and activities.


(c) To provide support for the Intelligence Library Support Program.


(d) To serve the United States Marine Corps Intelligence Community and the Nation.

ARTICLE III Status


Section 1.The Foundation shall be a nonprofit Corporation, operated exclusively for the purposes specified in Article II above.

Section 2. Officers, directors, and appointive officials shall not receive any stated compensation for their services, but the Board of Directors may authorize reimbursement of expenses incurred in the performance of their duties.

Section 3. The Foundation shall use its funds only to accomplish the purposes specified in Article II above, and no part of said funds shall incur or be distributed to members.

Section 4. In the event of dissolution of the Foundation, and after the discharge of all its liabilities, the remaining assets shall be given to a nonprofit organization whose purposes and objective are similar to those of the Foundation, such organization to be designated by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.

ARTICLE IV Members


There shall be no members of the Foundation. Membership of the Marine Corps Intelligence [Association] Inc. shall support the Foundation with contributions, donations and volunteers for Foundation activities.

ARTICLE V Voting

Except as otherwise provided in these bylaws, all questions corning before the Board of Directors of the Foundation will be decided-by the Board.
The election of the Board of Directors will be decided by vote of the Marine Corps Intelligence Association, Inc.

ARTICLE VI Dues


There are no dues for the foundation.

ARTICLE VII Meetings


Section 1. There shall be an annual and periodic business meetings of the Foundation held for the receipt of annual reports, the determination election of the Board of Directors and the transaction of other

business.
Notice of the meeting shall be mailed to each member of the Board of Directors at his or her last recorded address.

Section 2. Special meetings of the Foundation may be called by the chairman or a majority of the Board of Directors. Notice of any special meeting shall be mailed to each member at his last recorded address with information as to the subject or subjects to be considered.

Section 3.
A minimum of three members of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum at any meeting of the Foundation.

ARTICLE VIII Directors


Section 1. The Board of Directors shall be composed of the elective officers (president, vice president, secretary and treasurer) the immediate past president and the national director.
Section 2. The Board of Directors shall have supervision, control, and direction of the affairs of the Foundation, shall determine its policies or changes therein within the limits of the bylaws, shall actively prosecute its purposes, and shall have discretion in the disbursement of its funds. It may adopt such rules and regulations for the conduct of its business as may be deemed advisable and may, in the execution of the powers granted, appoint such agents as it may consider necessary.

Section 3. The Board of Directors shall be authorize to adopt resolutions or to establish positions in the name of the Foundation.

Section 4. The Board shall meet upon call of the chairman at such times and places as he may designate. Notice of each meeting of the Board of Directors shall be mailed to each member of the Board.

Section 5. A majority of the entire Board shall constitute a quorum at any meeting of the Board.

Section 6. All questions coming before the Board shall be decided by a majority vote, with each member of the Board actually present being entitled to one vote. Proxy voting shall not be permitted.

Section 7. In the event of a tie vote, the President shall vote as a tie breaker.
ARTICLE IX Officers/Terms of Office

Section 1. The elective officers shall be a president, a vice president, a secretary; and a treasurer.

Section 2. The elective officers shall be elected every other year in years ending in even numbers, by the membership of the Marine Corps Intelligence Association, Inc. at the annual meeting. Each elective office_ shall take office following his or her election and shall serve for a term of two years or until his or her successor is duly elected and installed.

Section 3. No member shall be eligible to serve more than two consecutive two year terms as President.

Section 4. A vacancy in the office of the president shall be filled automatically by the vice president.
A vacancy in the office of the vice president and other offices shall be filled as the Board of Directors may decide.
.

Section 5. The president shall be the Chief Executive Officer of the Foundation, shall preside at meetings of the Foundation and of the Board of Directors, and shall be a member ex officio, with right to vote, of all committees except the nominating committee. He shall also, at the annual meeting and at such other times as he may deem proper, communicate to the Foundation or to the Board of Directors information or proposals which in his opinion would help in achieving the purposes of the Foundation. Further, he shall perform such other duties as are necessarily incident to the office of the president.

Section 6. In the event of the president's temporary disability or absence, the vice president shall perform the duties of the president. In the event of the temporary disability or absence of both the president and the vice president, the secretary shall perform the duties of the president. The vice president shall perform such other duties as the president may assign.

Section 7. The secretary shall provide timely written notification of all meetings of the Foundation and of the Board of Directors and shall maintain a record of all proceedings He shall prepare such correspondence as may be required and shall maintain the Foundation's correspondence files.
He shall safeguard all important records and documents and valuable equipment belonging to the Foundation. Further, he shall perform such other duties as are commensurate with his office or as may be assigned to him by the Board of Directors or the chairman.


Section 8. The treasurer shall maintain a record of all sums received and expended by the Foundation and shall make such disbursements as are authorized by the Foundation or the Board of Directors. He shall deposit all sums received in a financial institution approved by the Board of Directors, and funds may be drawn there from only upon the signature of the treasurer or the president. He shall make a financial report at the annual meeting or when called upon by the president. The funds, books, and vouchers in his hands shall at all times be subject to inspection and verification by the president or any member of the Board of Directors.


Section 9. Such other officers as necessary tq perform the functions of the Foundation shall be appointed by the President, upon consultation with the Board of Directors, from among volunteer members. These officers of the Foundation would include, but not limited to, the Director of Scholarship Program, Director of Administration, Director of the Library Support Program.

ARTICLE X Committees


Section 1. The president, subject to the approval of the Board of Directors, shall annually

appoint such standing and special committees as may be required by the bylaws or as he may find advisable.


Section 2. The standing committees of the Foundation shall include, but are not\ limited to, library support committee and scholarship committee.


Section 3. At least 60 days before the annual meeting, on the years ending in even numbers in accordance with Article IX, Section 2 of these Bylaws, the President shall appoint a nominating committee of five regular members of the MCIA, Inc. not currently holding elective or appointive office, to nominate candidates for the elective offices.
The committee shall notify the secretary, in writing, before the annual meeting, of its proposed slate of elective officers for the next two calendar years, and the secretary shall mail a copy thereof to each regular member of the MCIA, Inc. at his recorded address before the annual meeting.

ARTICLE XI Amendments


Section 1. These bylaws may be amended, repealed, or altered, in whole or in part, by a two-thirds vote at any duly organized meeting of the Foundation Board of Directors, provided that a copy of any amendment proposed for consideration has been mailed to each regular and charter member at his last recorded address at least 15 days before the meeting.

ARTICLE XII Flags


Section 1. The United States and U.S. Marine Corps flag shall be displayed and honored at all meetings of the Association.
This is to certify that these bylaws were approved and adopted at the organizing meeting of the Marine Corps Intelligence Educational Foundation (MCIEF) on September 23, 1995.
